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6. The proposed design will utilize 11 foot through lanes in the 4-lane section of Forest Hill Road,
from Vineville Avenue to Wimbish Road, and 12 foot through lanes in the 3-lane section, from
Wimbish Road to Northside Drive.

7. The proposed design will provide right-in/ right-out access to The Prado and Overlook Drive at
the intersection with Forest Hill Road.

8. The intersection of Northminister Drive and Wimbish Road will be reviewed to determine
whether it can be moved closer to Forest Hill Road. This was studied a few years ago and
determined not feasible due to the high left turn traffic volume on Wimbish Road, however, the
local government will revisit the design in this area.

9. The proposed design will maintain the dual left turn lanes from Wimbish Road to Forest Hill
Road.

The originally proposed lane configurations will be utilized. Recent examination of alternate lane
configurations, proposed by representatives of the community, does not supply the desired level of
service, operations, and safety.

As requested, the capacity for Vineville Avenue was revisited and found to be adequate for a number of
years. During this period, alternate plans will be explored for improvements to Vineville Avenue to
ensure that adequate operations and safety are maintained.

As a result of comments from the stakeholders meeting held on May 30, 2002, the Department and the
Macon-Bibb County Road Improvement Program have agreed upon several modifications to the design

f the above listed projects. The proposed modifications are discussed below:

The local government will strive to relocate all utilities underground within the 4-lane project
corridor limits.

The raised median and shoulder areas will be landscaped where applicable. Areas within the
right-of-way shall be maintained by the local government.

Lighting will be provided within the corridor of each project, with the local government
committing to energize the lighting.

Sidewalk will be included on each side of both roadway projects. The sidewalk will be placed an
adequate distance from the edge of travel way, to maximize the planting area while maintaining
1 to 1.5 feet between the back of the sidewalk and the shoulder break point. A multi use path
will not be provided in the project corridor.

The proposed design will provide flat landing areas at driveway interfaces with the roadway.
Most of the existing and proposed driveways have steep grades (up and down); therefore
providing a landing area of approximately 20-25 feet allows a vehicle to stop on the driveway
and access Forest Hill Road safely. The local engineers will further check with property owners
to see if this is preferred.
